This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our Music curriculum is available online, for each year group.  This can be found using the following link: Callow End CofE Primary School - Music
Pupils with SEND and those with disabilities are invited to join in with every music lesson and can access everything that is available to all pupils. We make adaptations to our lessons to ensure that all can access the learning and are included. 
We use Kapow Music curriculum to teach our curriculum (planned in mixed aged classes) but have also used the Model Music Curriculum to ensure that we listen to a diverse range of musicians and genres of music. This is done in our classes through ‘song of the day’ or ‘song of the lesson’ or in assemblies. 
Pupils have one hour of music a week at least every other half term. In KS2, this is delivered by the music lead or peripatetic staff from Severn Arts. In EYFS and KS1, it is delivered by teachers.
Across all year groups, we have weekly singing practice where we learn singing techniques and practise singing in different groups as part of a chorus. Every term, we have services where we invite families in for the opportunity to see us singing. 
We work closely with Severn Arts, who teach all children an instrument during their time in KS2.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	
Every year, we have a music club offered to KS1 or KS2. These focus on rhythm and keeping the beat and playing percussion instruments in KS1. In KS2, we practise singing techniques and learn to sing as part of a choir. 
   


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have weekly singing in assembly, where we practise songs for upcoming concerts and services. We learn singing and performance techniques. 
Pupils in Year 5/6 have the opportunity to attend Young Voices every year and get the chance to perform as part of a large choir with a live band. This also gives them the chance to attend a concert. 
At Christmas, all KS2 pupils attend Stanbrook Abbey to perform a carols by candlelight concert for all families. There are opportunities for solo singing within this. 
Plays are performed throughout the year by different year groups, where songs are learnt and performed. Children learn to sing solos and as part of ensembles. 
Concerts are performed when children have learnt instruments through Severn Arts. 
Toscana Strings visit us to perform live strings concerts for all ages (Preschool to Year 6). This is orchestral music set to stories. 
Across the two-year rolling programme, KS2 children access ‘The Big Sing’, which is run by Severn Arts and gives children the opportunity to sing with a live band and perform as part of a large choir. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We are developing our offer for co-curricular music. We will develop our relationship with Severn Arts further and look to offer 1:1 or small group music tuition. 
We are on a waiting list for Rocksteady Music lessons, which will enable children to learn instruments to play as part of a band, develop their skills in order to gain qualifications and perform to others. 
We are looking to improve our concert and musical trip opportunities for all ages, particularly for KS1. 
We are planning to introduce a choir and provide special opportunities for these children to perform.
